Beginning on July 1, 2010 Waste Management will be 
begin providing a new and improved automated solid waste 
and recycling program for all eligible residences in 
Franklin, including single stream recycling. 

As part of this new program you will receive two new, 
wheeled containers; 
 
• A solid green 65-gallon cart with black lid for trash

1. Schedule 
Cart delivery 
The new carts are being distributed starting 
on or about your regular collection day the week of 
June 14, 2010 and continuing into the week of 

 
 
June 21st. Please do not use 
the new carts to set out materials for collection 
prior to July 1st.  You will find information on disposal  
of old containers in the “Frequently Asked Questions” Section. 
After July 1st, you will no longer be able to use your  
old trash barrels or recycling bins. 
 
Carts are the property of the Franklin DPW and must stay 
at the delivered destination 
Each cart includes a serial number and imbedded RFID tag 
to identify owner and location.  Each resident is responsible  
for their carts.  Make sure all carts stay at the delivered location.   
Contact DPW for any lost, stolen or misplaced carts.  A Police 
report will be filed for missing carts. 
 
Waste and recycling collection 
There will be no changes to your regular collection days. 
Solid waste will continue to be collected weekly.  Recycling 
will continue to be collected every week, however it will  
now be collected in a single stream, with paper, cardboard and 
commingled materials placed in the same container.  
Sorting of recyclables is no longer necessary! 

2. Solid Waste 
All regular household trash should be bagged and placed in  
the 65-gallon trash cart for collection. Items outside of the  
cart will NOT be collected except 33G DPW overflow bags. 
 
Do not place the following items in the trash cart: 
• Recyclables 
• Yard Waste 
• Dirt, sod, concrete or rock 
• Construction/demolition debris 
• Household hazardous waste 
• Hot ashes or flammable materials such as oil, gas or paint 
 
NOTE: Latex paint cans must be dried out and contents bagged 
and disposed of in municipal trash. Put completely dried latex  
paint cans (no oil based paints) in the trash.  Oil based paints 
 should be safely stored and can be disposed of at the annual 
Household Hazardous Waste Day, October 2, 2010. 
 
Preparing your solid waste: 
• Bag your trash before placing it in the cart. 
• Bagging your trash will help to keep the cart clean and 

sanitary, and prevent litter on windy days. 
• All trash must fit in the cart so that the lid is closed. No 

material may be sticking out of the cart.

Tin/aluminum,
 scrap metal

Examples include:
• Aluminum and tin cans
• Foil and pie plates • Wire clothes hangers

• Empty steel aerosol cans
Tin/aluminum, scrap metal items not acceptable
include:
• Scrap metal 
• Paint cans
• Hypodermic needles (Please contact the Health
 Department for proper disposal information)

Glass bottles and jars Examples include:
• Mayonnaise jars
• Wine bottles
• Beer bottles
• Applesauce jars

• Spaghetti sauce jars
• Salsa jars
• Vinegar bottles
• Baby food jars

Glass bottles and jars not acceptable include:
• Broken glass
• Cups, dishes, glass windows, plates, Pyrex®, 

ceramics, mirrors, light bulbs, crystal

Milk cartons, 
drink boxes

Examples include:
• Milk and juice cartons
• Juice boxes

• Flavored milk boxes
• Cream and creamer
 containers

Milk cartons, drink boxes items not acceptable include:
• Ice cream boxes • Margarine boxes
• TV dinner containers • Cream cheese boxes

Plastic bottles, jugs
 and containers

This includes all rigid plastic containers with
 symbols      through on the bottom; 

examples include:

• Soda and juice bottles • Shampoo bottles
• Salad dressing bottles • Window cleaner
• Milk jugs • Saline solution bottles
• Detergent bottles • Fabric softener or 
• Juice bottles              bleach bottles

Plastic bottles, jugs not acceptable include:
• Plastic shopping bags
• Plastic food wrap, potato chip and sandwich bags
• Styrofoam®
• Automotive fluid bottles (oil, antifreeze, brake fluid)

Examples include:
• Mail and envelopes
 (windows are OK)

• Magazines and catalogs
• Writing or ledger paper
• Paperback books
• Paper bags

• Greeting cards
• Wrapping paper
• Shredded paper

(Place in paper bag)
• Fax paper
• Computer paper

Mixed paper items not 
acceptable include:
• Paper towels, facial 

tissues, napkins
• Cigarette packs

• Candy wrappers
• Waxed or plastic-coated
 paper

• Wrapping tissue paper
• Foil wrapping paper

Thin cardboard Examples include:
• Shoe boxes
• Cereal boxes
• Pasta boxes
• Toilet paper rolls
• Frozen food boxes
• Gift boxes

• Cake mix boxes
• Toothpaste boxes
• Tissue boxes
• Paper egg cartons
• Soda or beer packaging
• Soap or laundry 

detergent boxes

Thin cardboard items not acceptable include:
• Boxes with silver or foil coatings
• Anything dirty, greasy or plastic-coated

Newspapers (including 
all ads and inserts)

Corrugated cardboard items not acceptable include:
• Dirty or greasy cardboard

Corrugated cardboard • Boxes and other corrugated cardboard
 should be flattened and
folded so they fit in the cart.

• Pizza boxes (with greasy liner removed)Here

Mixed paper

• Remove all plastic bags.
• Remove any non-acceptable items.
• Corrugated cardboard should be broken down so it
 fits inside the container without jamming, so the cart 
will empty completely.

• All containers (jars, bottles, cartons, etc.) must be rinsed and free 
of all contaminants.

• Remove and discard all corks, tops, rings, metal bottleneck wraps,
 and unacceptable items.

• Flatten containers whenever possible.
